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In response to complaints relating to
turbochargers ...

... always also check the surroundings

Possible complaints:

e power loss

e jerkiness

e black smoke

But possible causes may also be:

e defective electropneumatic valves

e avacuum pump delivering an Pneumatic actuator
insufficient vacuum (Pressure/vacuum box)

e |leakage in the vacuum system

In the case of complaints which point to
the turbocharger being at fault, always

the components around it must also be
checked.
